Anthony Joseph Ponder, Lonoke County, Lonoke Public
Schools, Special Education Elementary PE Teacher

My most innovative teaching technique was having the
students with special needs use a schedule system to help
them understand their daily schedule. Some had one-step
schedules and others had multi-step schedules. These were
also done with pictures and words; preferably with one of
interest to them. That way the student would be more in
tune to engage into the activity that was asked of them.
These schedules helped students move from activity to activ-
ity during the day and help them to complete their different
tasks throughout the day. I really enjoy teaching students
with special needs and will keep this technique with me
always.

My most innovative teaching technique has come from a
teaching model I studied in my graduate studies. The
Parallel Curriculum Model is a teaching model that encour-
ages teachers to allow students to learn objectives by experi-
encing simulated real-life experiences. For example, this past
school year, one of the learning objectives for my third
graders was for them to analyze the effect of wind and water
on the Earth’s surface. So, I decided to put the Parallel
Curriculum Model to use. I told my students that they were
National Park Rangers; they were looking for jobs and had
to choose between Arches National Park (which was formed
by wind erosion) and Grand Canyon National Park (which
was formed by water erosion). Then, my students had to
put together a presentation for the park visitors which would
provide information about the park and how it was formed.
The projects were a success! 1 believe that my students

learned much more about wind and water erosion from
participating in this type of learning experience than from a
traditional learning experience.

This year I incorporated a new teaching technique and a
new technique for cumulative testing. I will explain the test-
ing technique. First I had my students spend the last seven
to ten days of class creating their “ABC’s of History” book-
let. In this booklet they were required to find two words or
phrases that we have studied this year for each letter of the
alphabet. They were then asked to describe or define each
of those words or phrases, as well as illustrate each word or
phrase. They worked diligently and did a great job. Then
each class created a master list of words or phrases using only
the booklets from their classmates. For instance 2nd period’s
words were different from 6th period’s words even though

“both classes were American History. They were then to

study their ABC’s booklet and their class master list. On the
day of the final I gave them a test that had 15 randomly
chosen letters with two blanks. They came up with a word
or phrase and a definition for each letter. To me this was the
epitome of a cumulative test because their list was compiled
from the year’s studies. The kids studied hard and now can
tell me all about the entire year’s content because they had so
much fun making and illustrating their booklets, that they

almost forgot they were learning,

I think one of the most innovative teaching techniques is
simulations. These are creative, complete units of instruc-
tion that incorporate traditionally taught material into a
simulated environment in the classroom—anything from a
constitutional convention, to turn-of-the-century Ellis
Island, to establishing an undersea habitat. Students are
organized into small groups and role-play either actual
persons or characterizations of persons in history...or in

. social, economic, or political situations of today...or

explorations of their place in the future. Goals are set for
individuals, as well as for the groups with which they work.
The goal setting in conjunction with the competition with
the other groups keep the students very involved in the
learning.
