Mr. Wade made a Committee recommendation to approve the proposed 2012-2013 proposed budget of expenditures with tax levy to be published in the Times Record to comply with Arkansas statutes.  The vote for approval was 6/0.  (A copy of the budget is attached).

Mr. Wade made a Committee recommendation, to approve an agreement for legal services with Mr. Mitch Llewellyn for the fiscal year beginning on July 1, 2011 and extending through June 30, 2012 at an hourly rate of $200.00, a $25 per hour increase.  The vote for approval was 6/0.
Mr. Wade made a Committee recommendation to approve IBC Sales Corporation for bakery products for the 2011-2012 school year.  The vote for approval was 6/0.
Mr. Wade made a Committee recommendation to approve Hiland Diary for milk products for the 2011-2012 school year.  The vote for approval was 6/0.

Mr. Wade made a Committee recommendation to approve a $.10 increase in full pay meals for 2011-2012 school year.  Ms. Cole made note that the increase was not initiated by the District, but encouraged nationwide by the USDA over concern of the current gap between reimbursement rate for free and reduced lunches and the price charged to full-pay students. Dr. Mehl made a motion, seconded by Ms. Hathcock, to waive the

American Schools.” The motion was defeated 4/2.  Ms. Blatt asked Dr. Gooden to read the resolution.

Dr. Gooden read the “Resolution Concerning Regulatory Relief for American Schools.”  Dr. Mehl made a Committee recommendation to approve the resolution and forward to Secretary of Education Arne Duncan and the Arkansas delegation of Congress.  The vote for approval was 6/0.  (A copy of the resolution is attached.)
Ms. Hathcock made a Committee recommendation to approve a Resolution naming the fields of both FSPS stadiums as “Coca-Cola Field” at Mayo Thompson Stadium and “Coca-Cola” Field at Jim Rowland Stadium.  The vote for approval was 6/0.

Ms. Cole made a Committee recommendation to award the low bid to G.A.G. Builders in the amount of $2,428,000 for additions and renovations to Sutton Elementary School.  The vote for approval was 6/0.

Ms. Cole made a Committee recommendation to award the low bid to G.A.G. Builders, contingent upon reviewing deductive alternates and attempting value engineering to reduce the cost significantly below the low bid of $8,889,000, for additions and renovations at Chaffin Junior High School.
