

Creating a Business Activity

Instructions: 

· Have discussion about the possible roles of each person in a group: reporter, timekeeper, illustrator, leader, etc. 

· Students may assign roles within their groups if they want too, but do not have too.

· Activity—Each group is to create a business. The groups are to getting ready to create a pamphlet for their business, but before they can finish the pamphlet they must answer following questions:  

· Name of the business

· Type of business (Web-based, Beauty shop, Sports store, etc.)

· Location of business

· What does the business sell, or what service does it provide

· What are your costs? (Rent for a building per month, printing fees, etc.)

· How much do your products or services cost?

· How much do you make per month?

· After each group as answered the above questions about their business, have them discuss what role each member of the group played.

· Was their any conflict while answering the above questions about the business, and if so, how did they solve them?
