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KIMMONS JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL
GENERAL POLICIES
HIGH EXPECTATIONS
All Kimmons students are expected to practice self-discipline and to conduct themselves in a manner appropriate to a learning institution. These five rules should always be followed:
• Respect Yourself
• Respect Others
• Respect Your Environment
• Never Interfere with Learning
• Never Compromise Your Integrity
ACCIDENTS
Every accident in the school building, on the school grounds, at practice sessions, or at any athletic event sponsored by the school must be reported immediately to the person in charge and to the school office.

Ballgame and Night Activities
Students are encouraged to attend events at school. During the school year, there are many ballgames, dances, concerts, and other activities. Almost without exception, these activities will conclude at 8:30 p.m., if not before. Students should have rides home at this time. It is the responsibility of the student to see that transportation is arranged for this time. Students should not have to call for rides. Failure to have rides at the appropriate time may result in the student not being allowed to attend future activities or disciplinary action from the administration. Students are to adhere to all school rules during the course of the ballgame or activity. Removal from ballgame and activities will result in forfeiture of right to attend future activities and games and disciplinary action from the administration. 
SCHOOL SPIRIT
School Spirit may be divided into three categories: 
Courtesy: Toward teachers, fellow students, and officials 
at school athletic activities. No taunting or jeering 
the opposing teams and/or school. 
Pride: In everything our school endeavors to accomplish, 
and has accomplished. 
Sportsmanship: The ability to win and lose gracefully.
School Spirit means loyalty to all functions of the school. Any student disrupting an activity or event will be required to leave and may be banned from future events. According to the Arkansas Activities Association (AAA), face paint is not allowed. No signs are allowed to be held in the stands during the games.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
The Board of Education of the Fort Smith School District recognizes that prompt, regular attendance in school is extremely important. Excessive absenteeism not only adversely affects the learning process of students but may impede the normal progression of a student through the grades. The Board expects each student to attend all scheduled classes and daily activities except when a student has been excused by the principal or principal’s designee. Students who report to school but fail to attend all scheduled classes and activities, except where officially excused, are contributing to the potential disruption of the instructional program.
A parent/guardian or person in loco parentis has the responsibility to require prompt, regular school attendance from his/her student. A parent/guardian should be familiar with the educational program of the school and rules regarding attendance and student behavior. Unless a student has an excused absence from school, he/she should be in attendance. Excessive absences may result in a denial of promotion or graduation. Failure to comply may result in a court penalty including, but not limited to, a fine up to $500 plus court costs (A.C.A. 6-18-222).
AREA ATTENDANCE EXCEPTION
Students attending Kimmons under the area attendance exception are to abide by the rules and policies. If the rules and policies are not followed, you are subject to AAE revocation. This means you will have to attend your home school, which is decided by the principal and the assistant principals.
ATTENDANCE
Types of absences: Excused, Parental Permission, and Unexcused.
A. Absences
1. Excused - An absence is excused in the following instances: 
a. Personal illness of the student with official written verification. 
b. Official school sponsored activity. 
c. Court appearances with official written verification. 
d. Medical/Dental appointments with official written verification. (Parents/ 
guardians are urged to schedule medical or dental appointments after school 
hours. When this is not possible, the appointment should be scheduled during 
a study hall or scheduled so that the student will not miss the same class(es) 
repeatedly.) 
e. Death or serious illness in the immediate or extended family. (Official written 
verification may be required.)
An excused absence shall afford the student the privilege of making up all assignments and/or class activities at the teachers’ discretion.
Official written verification includes signed doctor, dentist, court or legal documents
identifying the office and/or the name of the professional who provided the service. 
2. Parental Permission 
a. Parental permission may be granted for any reason including personal illness without written verification, provided the parent has contacted the attendance office, by note or phone call, the day the absence occurs. 
b. The student may not exceed five (5) parental permission absence days for the year. If a student exceeds five (5) days of parental permission absence in any class for the year, all parental permission days thereafter are classified as unexcused. 
c. Parental permission shall afford the student the privilege of making up all assignments and/or class activities as the teachers direct. 
d. Absences for parental permission shall not be granted in conflict with 
semester examination schedules. 
3. Unexcused 
a. An unexcused absence shall be considered to be a willful absence (truant) from school if it is without the knowledge of the student’s parent/guardian. 
b. Any other absence not considered excused in the two preceding sections 
will be counted as unexcused.
c. Any student who is truant or has an unexcused absence forfeits the right to make up any work for credit. 
d. Students on short-term suspension from school (not to exceed ten days) 
will be considered unexcused for the purpose of making up work. Suspended 
students will not be allowed to make up tests (excluding semester tests) taken 
on suspension days. 

1. Assignments and/or projects that are assigned and due during suspension may not be made up for credit. 

2. Projects assigned before suspension but due during the suspension may be submitted for credit. 

3. Projects assigned during suspension but due after the suspension ends may be submitted for credit. 

4. The parent/guardian may request class information (assignments. etc.) that could be used by the student in an effort to remain current in classes for no credit. 

5. No suspended student will be denied the opportunity to take semester tests. 

6. Students on short-term suspension from school (not to exceed ten days) shall be considered absent but excused for the purpose of absenteeism. 
e. A student with four (4) or more unexcused absences per semester may be assigned consequences. Minimum-reprimand: Maximum-Saturday school.
Students on short-term suspension from school (not to exceed 10 days) - shall be
considered absent but excused for the purpose of absenteeism. Suspended students will not be allowed to make up any work assigned or scheduled on the days of the suspension. While on suspension, students will not be allowed on any Fort Smith Public School
Campus, nor allowed to participate, observe, or otherwise engage in any activity
associated with the schools.
Skip days are not sanctioned by the school and absences on these days will be checked carefully.
B. PARENT/GUARDIAN CONTACT
The parent/guardian should contact the school by 9:00 a.m. any day that a student
will be absent. In addition to assisting the school with the attendance record, parent/
guardian notification to the school is a security measure to verify the locations of all
students.
Upon the second unexcused absence in any semester, a letter will be sent to the
parent/guardian notifying him/her that upon the fourth day of unexcused absence from any class, a petition will be filed with the County Prosecuting Attorney or City Prosecuting Attorney to request appropriate legal action necessary to improve the student’s attendance. Such notification may lead to a penalty of up to $500 plus court costs in accordance with A.C.A. 6-18-222.
Students with long-term, medically documented illness or injury may be allowed to
make up work and may be given assistance in obtaining credit for courses in which they are enrolled.
C. LEGAL NOTIFICATION 
Upon notification by the School District that a student of mandatory school age is no 
longer attending school or has 10 consecutive absences in any class, the County 
Prosecuting Attorney or City Prosecuting Attorney will be notified that the student 
is no longer attending school. Students with unexcused absences in excess of 4 total 
days in any one semester may be considered delinquent, and appropriate notification to the 
County Prosecuting Attorney or City Prosecuting Attorney may be made subject to the directions of the Superintendent or his/her designee. 
The Fort Smith School District shall notify the Arkansas Department of Finance and 
Administration whenever a student 14 years of age or older is no longer attending 
school, and the Department of Finance and Administration shall suspend the student’s learner 
permit or driver’s license until the student re-enrolls and is successfully attending school.
D. COURSE CREDIT 
Credit may be denied to a student Grades 9-12 enrolled in credit courses when a student has more than 15 days of total absence in a semester.
E. DENIAL OF PROMOTION 
Excessive absences may be a basis for denial for promotion or graduation.
F. GRADING 
A student who is absent from any given class will be permitted to make up 
major tests and major assignments if the student has an excused absence. The student 
must make arrangements with the teacher(s) on the first day the student returns to 
class to complete work missed because of an excused absence. A student will be 
given a “0” or “F” if the assignment(s) missed is the result of an “unexcused” 
absence.

ADMIT CARDS FOR ABSENCES
If a student is absent from school, a parent must call in that day by 9:00 a.m. and send a note with the student when the student returns to school. At 8:05 a.m., all students should report to their 1st period class. Any student who did not obtain an admit card before school will be sent to the attendance secretary’s office by his/her 1st period teacher. Students may 
receive a yellow admit card (unexcused) or a white admit card (excused). Any student who receives a yellow admit card may bring a note before 8:05 a.m. the following day and turn it in to the attendance secretary. PLEASE NOTE: All notes are kept on file.
PROCEDURES TO FOLLOW WHEN YOUR CHILD IS ABSENT
Unexpected Absence - Call Kimmons at 785-2451 between the hours of 7:30 a.m. - 9:00 a.m. on the day of the absence. Give your first and last name, your child’s first and last name, the child’s grade, and the reason for the absence. Please do this for every day your child is absent unless the school has been made aware of an extended illness or a debilitating injury. Otherwise, the absence may be recorded as unexcused. If you are unable to call on the day your child is absent, send a note to the school office on the first day your child returns to school. This note should contain the following information: the child’s first and last name, the child’s grade, date(s) of absence, reason for the absence, where the child was, and the signature of the parent or guardian.
For further clarification on types of absences see the Fort Smith Public Schools Student Conduct and Discipline Handbook
LATE ARRIVAL POLICY
During first period, any student arriving late to school must go directly to visit with the administrative staff outside the assistant principal’s office. Students arriving at school after first period will check in at the attendance office and then report to class.
TARDY POLICY
Promptness is expected of all students. Any student who is not in his/her designated classroom and/or assigned seat when the tardy bell rings will be considered tardy. Classroom teachers must record all tardies in the grade book. 

THE FOLLOWING DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS WILL BE TAKEN FOR TARDIES:
1st - 3rd unexcused tardy.................Teacher discretion.
4th and subsequent tardies...............Teacher will refer student to the office.
The office will assess the following penalties for tardies:
4th tardy ............................................1 after school detention.
5th tardy ............................................2 after school detentions.
6th tardy ............................................3 after school detentions.
7th tardy ............................................1 day SDC.
8th tardy ............................................2 days SDC.
9th tardy ............................................3 days SDC.
10th tardy ..........................................1 Saturday School.

Excessive accumulated tardies may be dealt with at the discretion of the administration. 

EXITING AND RETURNING TO SCHOOL
All requests to leave the building while school is in session, including the lunch period, must be cleared through the principal’s office. Leaving school without permission is classified as truancy. Teachers are not required to assign make-up work for unexcused absences or truancy. If a student needs to leave school, the parent/guardian must come to the main office in order to sign the student out with the exception of an extreme emergency. Phone calls will not be accepted. Students will be called out of class when the parent/guardian arrives. Students returning to school on the same day of check-out should check in the main office to get a late slip. The late slip is to be given to the teacher when the student reports to class.

TRUANCY
A student absent without the consent of his parents is considered truant. Truancies are recorded per year. Students are also considered truant if they:
1. Leave school without checking out through the office.
2. Are absent from class without permission (this includes walking out of a class).
3. Obtain a pass to go to a certain place and do not report or stay there.
4. Become ill and go home or stay in a restroom instead of reporting to the assistant principal’s office or main office (nurses office).
5. Failure to report to cafeteria during designated lunch period.
6. Come to school but do not attend class.
TRUANCY WILL RESULT IN THE FOLLOWING DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS:
First and Second Offense ...........Parents will be notified and the student will receive SDC.
Third and Fourth Offense............Parents notified of truancy. Student is assigned to one (1) day Saturday School.
Fifth Offense and Thereafter.......Parents notified of truancy. Student is assigned to two (2) days of Saturday School, prosecutor notified.
CLOSED CAMPUS
During school hours, students may not leave the school grounds without an exit slip or permission from the office. Kimmons Junior High School is a closed campus.
BACKPACKS
Students are not allowed to take backpacks or any other type of tote bag (including plastic, mesh, drawstrings) or anything large enough to hold or contain books, notebooks or folders such as oversized purses from class to class. The backpack must be placed in locker at the 1st bell.
BEFORE AND AFTER SCHOOL
All students needing to enter the building before school begins MUST enter the building through the main doors on the north end of the building next to the Main Office. This would apply to students entering for organization meetings of any kind or to serve before school detentions with a designated teacher.

Upon arrival, eighth/ninth graders should report to the west parking lot. If eighth/ninth graders are going to eat breakfast, then they should be dropped off at the entrance to the courtyard, enter the cafeteria through the outside door, and after eating breakfast exit through the outside door and walk around the building on the north end and report to their designated area in the west parking lot. Seventh graders should report to the courtyard on the east side of the building. After breakfast, seventh graders are to remain in the courtyard area. Band/Orchestra students may put up their instruments if the band/orchestra teacher is in the room to monitor the students. Athletes are to enter the gym through the back doors of the gym on the south end of the building to store athletic bags/equipment before reporting to their designated area to enter the building. Students are not to leave school grounds unless being checked out by a parent/guardian. Students are not to remain in the building after 3:10 p.m. unless requested by a staff member or are participating in a supervised activity and are supervised at all times.

BUS RULES AND REGULATIONS
Students attending Kimmons are transported by one bus. This bus will transport two different loads. Students are assigned seats by the driver. If a student misses his/her assigned bus route, he/she must make other arrangements to get home. Each student who rides the bus will be provided a copy of the transportation rules to take home for both the student and the parent/guardian to read. The form needs to be filled out and returned to the bus driver. The parent/guardian should keep the top portion of the letter for future reference. 

If a student needs to ride home with another student, they must bring a note one day in advance, signed by their parents, requesting this. The assistant principal will check the note and issue a visitors pass for that day only. The student will present this pass to the bus driver when he/she boards. All students who ride the bus should wait in the bus loading area in the west parking lot when loading in the afternoon. Report no later than 3:45 p.m.
CAFETERIA
The cafeteria is provided for the students’ convenience. All students deserve a place to eat that is clean, where everybody is served in their turn, and where they can eat in a pleasant atmosphere. In order for the cafeteria to be operated efficiently and kept clean, these standards of conduct have been adopted:
1. Do not throw food or other objects in the cafeteria or patio. This is considered a severe offense and will be dealt with accordingly.
2. Do not cut in line. Once a student is in line, the student should not leave the line for any reason without prior approval by the duty teacher.
3. Do not purchase more than one tray of food at a time.
4. Do not share lunches or purchase food (using your money or another students’ money) for another student.
5. When students finish their lunch in the cafeteria, students should raise their hand and wait to be dismissed by duty personnel.
6. Do not bring books or personal items to the cafeteria.
7. Seat only four (4) to a table. Do not move from table to table or move chairs from table to table.
A large number of students use the cafeteria each period. Lunches must be served, eaten, and then the lunch room must be cleaned up before the end of each lunch period. Therefore, we ask for each person’s cooperation and thoughtfulness of others. Violation of cafeteria rules will result in disciplinary action.

Students who do not have their photo ID card with them at lunch will step aside and wait until all students who have their photo ID card have been served. Students with no photo ID will eat a “Main Line, Milk Only” meal. Repeat infractions may result in more severe penalties at the discretion of the administration.

Student Photo ID Cards
Student Photo ID cards will be provided for all secondary students. The initial issue is free to the student. The card will be required for students to check out media center materials, to eat in the cafeteria, and when entering the building tardy to school or after exiting/returning to school campus. 

Student Photo ID cards must have name, picture and Student ID number legible at all times. Students who lose, destroy or deface a card will be required to replace it at a cost of $2.00 Replacement cards will be requested through the media center. Destruction of student photo ID cards will result in disciplinary action at the discretion of the administration. 
Students will be allowed to make a deposit in the cafeteria and use the card as a debit card to pay for lunches. Student Photo ID cards can be used to deposit money in your account. It is beneficial to deposit money during breakfast time (after 7:30 a.m.). Students May Not use another person’s ID card for any reason. This type of incidence is punishable. Repeated failure to bring your ID card will result in disciplinary action at the discretion of the administration.
CARE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY
Students are responsible for the proper care of all books, supplies, and furniture supplied by the school. Students who disfigure property, or do other damage to school property or equipment, will be required to pay for damage done or replace the item.

CIRCULATION POLICY OF KIMMONS MEDIA CENTER

It is the policy of the Kimmons Junior High School Media Center to provide access of media center materials to all users.  We want to ensure that our students and staff have the ability to find and use information.  The Kimmons Media Center actively supports the Literacy Lab Model of the English Department as well as the curriculum and objectives of all other subject areas.   

Procedures

· All  users of the media center are to be respectful of others and of the equipment. 

· Ask if you need assistance with locating materials.

· Please do not reshelve books.  Leave them on tables or at the circulation desk.

Circulation
· All library/media materials must be checked out from the circulation desk by the media staff.
· Books may be checked out for two weeks.  Students may check out two books.  Reference books may only be checked out for overnight use. 

· Overdue charges will be assessed as follows:  

· .10 cents daily for books after a five day grace period 
· .50 cents daily for reference books; 
· Overdue charges are only assessed for actual school days.

· If you have an overdue book or a fine you cannot check out any library materials.

· All lost or damaged items must be paid for which will include the replacement cost, service charge and fines.

· You must present you Student ID Card to check out materials.  

General Rules             

· Students may come to the library before or after school or during lunch.  Please sign in and out.

· Lunch passes must be obtained from the library staff.

· Students are required to have a media center pass from the teacher to come to the media center and are required to sign-in and sign out.

· Students may request a copy of material at 10 cents per copy and lamination at 25 cents per item.  

· Students will be required to adhere to the school policy of no gum, candy or food in the media center. 

· Teachers are to make prior arrangements for bringing a class to the media center and are to stay in the media center with the class.

· Computer usage is on a first come, first served basis and those students working on school projects shall have first priority.

· Adherence to the computer policy is required or privileges may be lost.

Computer Network and Internet Policy

· Computer use is intended only for educational and/or instructional purposes.

· Follow Fort Smith School  District Policy when using computers.  [Student Handbook Section VIII]
· Computers settings are not to be changed.  (This may include but is not limited to installing any type of program either from a disk, changing backgrounds, icons, settings, etc.) 

· There will be no sharing of information on the web, downloading or purchasing through the media center computers.

· Users may not join a news group, list-serve, chat room, or e-mail service, and may not give their name or location on the Internet.

· Students are advised there is no expectation of privacy in any aspect of their computer use and that monitoring is continuous.

· Inserting any disk or storage device into a computer without prior approval from the Media Specialist or teacher is not permitted.

· Request permission from Media Staff or Teacher before printing.

Using the computer is a privilege.  A failure to follow the above procedures may result in the loss of computer privileges and is subject to the school disciplinary policy as well as any applicable state and federal laws.

COUNSELORS
School counselors are anxious to be of help to students regarding school, home, or personal problems. Students are to make appointments with the counselors by leaving a message in the counselor’s mailbox in the main office. School counselors are available for consultation with parents of students during the school day and may be contacted by calling or coming to the school. For your convenience, we suggest that you call for an appointment in order to avoid any delays. In cases of suicide attempts or threatening acts, a student must complete a violence prevention form from the counselor. This form is given to the school before or upon the student’s return after being completed by a doctor or the appropriate agency.
CRISIS DRILLS
Crisis drills will be held at various times during the school year and will cover a variety of situations. Students are expected to cooperate and comply with all instructions given during the crisis drill.

FIRE DRILLS
A fire evacuation plan is posted in each room. Students should study the plan and become familiar with it. No one is to return to the building until the “All Clear” signal is given by the principal or his authorized representative.
TORNADO DRILLS
Tornado drills will be announced on the public address system. Students should
move to the area indicated by their teacher. Students should kneel, with their face toward
the wall, and cover their heads with their hands. Students should remain quiet. Students
are to remain in this position until the “All Clear” signal is given. 

DETENTIONS AND S.D.C.
Detention period is a time when the student is assigned to stay before school, after school, or during lunch for any unacceptable student behavior. After school detentions will be served starting from 3:15 - 3:45 the day after they are assigned. An approved absence from a detention must be made up on the first day the student returns to school. A request for an absence from a detention must be made in advance with the assigning teacher and/or Assistant Principal. Failure to serve an after-school detention will result in another detention, S.D.C., or suspension. For morning detentions it is your responsibility to arrange for transportation to be here on time. You are responsible for your behavior.

For detentions assigned by the Assistant Principal’s office, failure to attend will result in the following schedule of penalties:

· 1st Skipped detention: 1 day SDC plus you still owe the detention you skipped.

· 2nd Skipped detention: 2 days SDC plus you still owe the detention you skipped.

· 3rd Skipped detention: 3 days SDC plus you still owe the detention you skipped. In addition, a parent conference will be held. At that conference, it will be explained that any other missed detentions will result in suspension.

· 4th and subsequent skipped detentions: 2 day suspension from school. 

S.D.C. (Student Discipline Center) is a self-contained room in which the student is isolated from the student body and serves in-school suspension. The student is required to work on assigned work. The Principal or Assistant Principal may assign a student to S.D.C. for violation of school rules for a whole day or a class period. In more extreme cases, or when S.D.C. is not effective, the Principal or Assistant Principal may suspend a student from school for up to ten days or recommend expulsion.
DRESS CODE
In order to enhance high standards and promote the teaching and learning process in our schools, we must encourage neatness, cleanliness, and decency in personal dress and appearance of all students and school personnel. In view of that, all students and school personnel will be expected to be dressed and groomed to present a respectable image during the school day and at school activities.
General: 
1. Students will be expected to wear school clothing and not recreational apparel to school. 
2. Styles must not infringe on the rights of others or pose a hazard to personal safety. 
3. State health laws require that shoes be worn at all times. 
4. Hair must be neat and clean.
Specific Prohibitions: 
1. Clothing styles that are revealing to the point of disruption or distraction. Examples include but are not limited to the following: 
a. Spaghetti straps. 
b. Any type of strapless apparel (tube/tank tops). 
c. Shirts, blouses or tops that expose any part of the midriff. 
d. Any type of spandex apparel or clothing that is tight to the point of being 
inappropriately revealing. 
e. Low-cut attire, bare backs, halter tops, mesh attire, or shirts, tops or blouses with 
open sides, tank tops, see through clothing, etc. 
f. Underwear cannot be exposed.
2. Clothing or body art that advocates poor standards of character and citizenship. Items in this category include: 
a. Advertisements for alcohol, drugs or tobacco. 
b. Displays of excessive violence. Slogans associated with death, suicide or killing 
are included, even of cartoon characters. 
c. Suggestive language, slogans or sexual connotations. 
3. Clothing, drawings, body art, or items that denote or suggest membership in a public 
school fraternity, sorority, secret society, organization, or gang. 
4. Short skirts. Skirt length must be equal or longer than the extended fingertips when 
the arms and hands are extended straight at the sides (or what is decent in length). 
5. Shorts or skirts: 
a. Girls will be permitted to wear skirts, jeans, long slacks, or Capri pants. Capri 
pants length is halfway between the knee and the ankle, not just below or in the 
middle of the knee. 
b. Boys will be permitted to wear jeans or long slacks. All jeans or slacks must be at 
least ankle length. 
c. Shorts or skorts may be worn at activities before or after school, practices, 
rehearsals, or workouts at the discretion of the sponsor. All other dress code 
policies will be followed. Students should not exit the building immediately after 
school is dismissed in shorts or skorts. 
6. All clothing must be worn in the manner in which it was intended. Clothing with 
straps, suspenders, etc., must be worn with all straps properly fastened, including 
shoes. Pants may not be bloused in any way. 
7. Clothing resembling sleep wear, such as pajamas, lounge wear, flannel pants, house 
shoes, slippers, etc. is prohibited. 
8. Clothing with rips, tears or holes is prohibited. 
9. Hats, caps or other head coverings are prohibited on campus except at athletic events 
or outdoor activities. Bandanas are prohibited at all times.
10. “Sagging” or “bagging” is prohibited.
11. Gloves of any kind are prohibited.
12. Sunglasses (worn in the building) are prohibited.
13. Any type of chain, including wallet chains, dog chains or collars, or studded apparel 
are prohibited. “Grills” are also prohibited.

14. Students will not be allowed to bring backpacks or tote bags to school. Girls’ purses 
must be no larger than a standard notebook.
DUE PROCESS
Appropriate due process will be given to all students. Disciplinary actions may be appealed. All appeals must begin with the building administrators.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES
It is important that students and parents recognize the importance of school and the use of instructional time. Disruption and interruptions must be kept to a minimum. Students are prohibited to operate electronic devices such as cell phones, phones, pagers, cameras, radios, cassette/cd players, MP3 players, iPods, recorders, tape players, or any other unauthorized devices from the
sounding of the first bell in the morning to the sounding of the last bell in the afternoon. The school is not responsible for unauthorized electronic devices when they are confiscated from students.

Violation of this policy will result in:

1st offense    - Confiscation of the electronic device for 24 hours. The parent will be required to pick up the electronic device.

2nd offense   - Confiscation of the electronic device for 48 hours. The parent will be required to pick up the electronic device and sign a waiver stating they understand the handbook policy. The student will receive 1 day of student detention center (SDC).

3rd offense   - Confiscation of the electronic device for 14 calendar days. The parent will be required to pick up the electronic device after the 14th calendar day. The student will be assigned 2 days of SDC.

4th offense   - Insubordination – Administrator discretion.

HALLWAY PROCEDURES
1. Courtesy will be shown by walking to the right side of the hallway.
2. There will be no running or horseplay.
3. A minimum noise level will be maintained.
4. Students will not congregate in groups.
5. Students with a hall pass will go to and from the destination in a prompt and 
business like manner. Teachers will keep departure and arrival times on all students 
leaving classrooms with a hall pass.
6. STUDENTS ARE NOT TO COME TO THE OFFICE AREA ON THEIR OWN. They must be called for or must be sent by a teacher.
7. Students will not be admitted to the building prior to 8:05 a.m. unless they are 
accompanied by a school employee, supervising adult, attending a school 
organization meeting or to have breakfast in the cafeteria.
HEALTH SERVICES
If a student becomes ill in school, he/she should report to his/her teacher, who will decide what should be done. Students leaving due to illness are to follow the school policy for exiting. Students who do not sign out properly from school will be considered truant.
MEDICATIONS
It is the student’s responsibility to take their non-life threatening medication in the Main Office at the appropriate time. Please refill before needed. All medications must be registered in the same office. On the last day of school, please take your medicines home. ALL over the counter (OTC) medicine must be checked into the main office.
HOMEWORK
In order for homework to be meaningful and significant in the education of a child, it is imperative that the parent and teacher work together to produce positive results. Homework will be assigned by the teachers to assist the child in improving the skills needed to master the subject matter. Parents are encouraged to maintain contact with the teacher and to assist
their child in the learning process. Students who are absent have as many days as they are out to make up their work. Failure to make up work on time may result in zero credit. Parents and teachers, working together, can help make the junior high years a positive experience for all children.
MATERIALS FOR CLASS
Students are required to bring the necessary materials to work in class. This includes the textbook, pencil or pen, paper, and any other items required by the teacher. Students who violate this policy will be disciplined by the teacher. Showing up for class expecting to borrow materials from other students is unacceptable.
EXTRA HELP
A teacher will sometimes request a student to stay after school if it is apparent that the student is having difficulty with his/her work. This is not to be thought of as a punishment, but rather as the desire of the teacher to help you make the progress which is necessary to be successful in the educational setting.

MAKE-UP WORK
Students who are absent will be required to make up work missed in each class. This work should take approximately the same time as the time missed from class. A day’s absence does not excuse a student from responsibility to obtain all make-up work from his/her teachers immediately upon return to school. Failure to obtain make-up work is not excuse for not doing work missed. Students who have unexcused absences are not allowed to make up work missed during their absence. Homework may be requested after the student has been absent for three (3) consecutive days. Students who are suspended from school for disciplinary reason, cannot make up work missed while under suspension.

CHEATING
Students are expected to do their own work and to develop the qualities of honesty, integrity, and ethical behavior. Students found cheating will be given a zero on the assignment involved. The student will be referred to the office and assigned to SDC and the parent will be notified. Future referrals to the office for cheating will result in a zero for the assignment involved, and suspension out of school.

INCLEMENT WEATHER
During the course of the school year, it may become necessary for schools to close due to weather conditions. This determination will be made as early as possible so parents can make arrangements for child care. All major TV stations will be notified when this determination is made. No announcement means school will be held as usual. DO NOT call the TV and radio stations or school administrators for information because this ties up the phone and slows the notification process.

LOCKERS
Lockers are provided in which students may store their books, street clothing, and personal belongings. Lockers are not safety deposit boxes. Do not bring valuables or large amounts of money to school. The school is not responsible for your personal belongings. You will be assigned a locker by your first period teacher. Lockers are not to be shared, and it is very important that only you know your combination. Lockers are to be kept neat and clean. All lockers are subject to administrative inspection and will be checked periodically by assigning teachers and the administration. Locks may be purchased in the main office. Only master lock V-10 series will be used. Students in athletics need to take their gym bags to the gym before school. No backpacks of any kind.

LOST AND FOUND
Students who find lost articles are asked to take them to the lost and found in the room next to the custodian’s office. Unclaimed items will be discarded at the end of the school year. Students should mark personal items and clothing with complete identification.
MEDIA CENTER
The library has books, magazines, and pamphlets for assigned study and recreational reading. It is open for use during the entire school day plus a short time before and after school. Fines are charged for materials over due at an established rate. Students must pay for lost materials.
NON-DISCRIMINATION POLICY
In compliance with federal nondiscrimination laws, the Fort Smith Public Schools do not discriminate in employment and education practices relative to race or national origin (Title VI of the Civil Rights act of 1964), disability (Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and Title II of the Americans With Disabilities Act), sex (Title IX of the Education
Amendments of 1972), or age (the Age Discrimination Act of 1975). The contact person for all the above civil rights areas is the Associate Superintendent for Human Relations Services, Fort Smith Public Schools, P. O. Box 1948, Fort Smith , AR, 72902-1948, phone 479-785-2501.
PARENT CONFERENCES
Parents may make appointments for conferences with teachers, counselors, or the principal by telephoning the school office. Conferences are to be conducted during a teacher’s planning period or before and after school.

PERSONAL PROPERTY
We strongly discourage students from bringing expensive items on campus as these items are frequently lost or stolen. The school will not be held responsible for any lost or stolen property. Any item confiscated by a school official that is not picked up by the last day of school will be donated to charity.

REPORT CARDS
Report cards are distributed at the end of each semester. Marks are letter grades. Students with a “B’’ or above average qualify for the honor roll. Mid-semester reports are issued the first and third nine weeks. Any student whose name appears on the delinquent list will not receive their report card until the fine has been paid.
RESTROOMS
Students will not be allowed to go to the restrooms during class time. Students are to take care of their personal needs during the passing periods. EXCEPTION: Emergency or existence of an established medical condition.

Emergency - the immediate supervising adult will determine if an emergency exists;
Established Medical Condition - a letter from a physician must be on file in the Principal’s office noting a student’s problem as an established medical condition which requires special privileges. 
STUDENT BEHAVIOR
All teachers have been requested to be on the alert for any student behavior which is in violation of school regulations. Students should behave in a manner that will be a credit to our school. Students are to refrain from the following:
1. Possession or the use of any tobacco products in the building or on the school grounds.
2. Fighting on or near school property.
3. Instigating a fight.
4. Gathering for the purpose of watching a fight.
5. Disrespect to Kimmons staff.
6. Extreme dress or appearance which is disruptive to class.
7. Loitering in the areas of heavy traffic
8. Rowdy behavior or running in the building
9. Locker misuse.
10. Gum chewing, eating candy (hard candy is not to be eaten on school premises at any time) or other food outside the cafeteria.
11. Physical displays of affection.

12. Possession or use of alcoholic beverages or drugs on school property, prior to school, or prior to or at any school activity.
13. Possession or use of anything that might be considered a weapon.
14. Any activity or behavior that might be considered gang related.
15. Any behavior that is not conducive to good order and discipline.  

The following offenses will result in an automatic ten (10) day suspension from school:
1. Drugs and/or alcohol possession and/or being under the influence of drugs and/or 
alcohol or in possession of drug paraphernalia at school or school activities. Students must submit to a drug test prior to their return to school.
2. Profanity directed toward any school employee.
3. Communicating a false fire alarm.
GANG ACTIVITY
Gang activity will not be tolerated at Kimmons Junior High School. Gang activity includes but is not limited to gang symbolism and clothing, drawings on notebooks and personal items, graffiti, gang discussion, or any activity deemed affiliated with gangs by the administration. Penalties will range from reprimand to recommendation for expulsion.
DISRESPECT
DISRESPECT to any member of the Kimmons staff will not be tolerated. Students who are insubordinate or otherwise disrespectful to members of the staff may be suspended from school. Being disrespectful includes such actions as talking back to a staff member, failing to follow reasonable instructions, making crude or insulting remarks toward a staff member, etc.
FIGHTING
FIGHTING will not be tolerated at Kimmons Junior High School. Penalties may vary according to the severity of the physical altercation. Discretion of the administration will be used. The following penalties may be assigned to students who fight on campus or at any school related functions.
First Offense – five (5) day suspension
Second Offense – ten (10) day suspension
STUDENTS’ RIGHTS, RESPONSIBILITIES, AND LIMITATIONS
Kimmons Junior High is a community, and the rules and regulations of the school are the laws of that community. All those enjoying the rights of citizenship in the school community must also accept the responsibility of citizenship. A basic responsibility of citizenship is to respect the laws of the community. The teacher is required by law to maintain a suitable environment for learning, and administrators have the responsibility for maintaining and facilitating the educational programs. The teacher has the authority to discipline students for cause. The Principal and Assistant Principals are authorized to suspend students for cause. Students are expected to abide by the guidelines in the Fort Smith Public School District Student Conduct and Discipline Handbook. The penalty for violations of rules and regulations range from reprimand to expulsion depending upon the circumstances regarding the violation. 

The following rules, regulations, and procedures are designed to protect all members of the Kimmons Junior High community in the exercise of their rights and duties.
• Cooperation with school personnel - Students must obey the reasonable instructions 
of any school district personnel.
• Disruptive behavior - Conduct which interferes with the educational process is 
prohibited. Teachers may suspend disruptive students from class until a parent 
conference can be held. Failure to comply with the dress code is considered disruptive 
behavior.

• Requirement to identify self - All persons must, upon request, identify themselves to 
school personnel in the school building, grounds, facilities, and at school sponsored 
events.

• Off Campus Events - Students at school sponsored, off campus events shall be 
governed by school district rules and regulations, and are subject to the authority of 
school district personnel. Failure to obey the rules and regulations and/or failure to 
obey reasonable instructions of school district personnel shall result in loss of eligibility 
to attend school sponsored events, and may result in disciplinary actions under the 
regular school program.

• Abnormal or irrational behavior - Any student whose actions are deemed abnormal 
or irrational may be suspended from class and/or from school by the Principal or 
Assistant Principals.

• Search and Seizure - In the assignment of school property (locker, desk, lab drawer, 
etc.) to a specific student, the school retains the ownership of such property, and the 
right to inspect or reclaim it without notice. General searches of school property may be 
conducted at any time. Items which are deemed likely to result in disruption or 
interference with the educational process will be removed from the student’s possession. 
The school district and staff will not be responsible for the safe keeping of these items.

• Criminal acts - The commission of, or the participation in, criminal acts in school 
buildings, on school district properties, or at school sponsored events by students, is 
prohibited by school regulation. Disciplinary action will be taken by school authorities 
against students involved in criminal acts, regardless of whether or not criminal charges 
result from the student’s behavior. State law requires that school district authorities 
notify the law enforcement authorities of any criminal acts (ACA 6-17-113).

• Electronic Devices - Electronic devices are not to be brought to school or to school 
activities. This includes, but is not limited to, MP3 players, radios, laser devices, 
games and cameras. A parent or guardian will have to come to school to 
recover any confiscated items - a phone call will not suffice. The school and its staff are 
not responsible for the safe storage of such items.

• Cellular Phones - Secondary students may not operate cellular telephones on campus 
from the sounding of the first bell in the morning to the sounding of the last bell in the 
afternoon. Secondary students may use cellular telephones outside school hours and at 
extracurricular activities as long as such use does not interfere with or disturb the 
activity. Schools will not be responsible for lost or stolen cell phones. All student cell phones must be turned off during the instructional school day. SEE ELECTRONIC DEVICES.

• Weapons - The possession of a firearm or other weapon is prohibited on school 
property or at school sponsored events. Weapons may be, but are not limited to, 
firearms, knives, throwing stars, numbchucks, darts, air guns, or facsimiles of these 
devices (water guns, cap guns, sling shots, etc.). Students in possession of weapons 
will be recommended for expulsion. The police will also be notified.

• Behavior on buses - Students are subject to school authority while on the bus, while 
loading or unloading, and while waiting at the bus stop. The bus driver has the 
authority to assign seats and to suspend students for cause from the bus. Drivers will 
not tolerate obscene language, rude gestures, or misbehavior. Buses will load and 
unload in areas designated by the Principal. Students waiting to ride the bus should 
remain in the designated area until the bus arrives. If parents have suggestions or 
complaints regarding school bus operation, they should contact the Supervisor of 
Transportation at 785-2501. Patrons should not attempt to stop the bus while it is on 
the route. Students are to ride the bus they are assigned to and are not allowed to have 
friends ride home with them. In order to facilitate the planning of bus routes, students 
must ride their assigned bus and stay in their assigned seat. 
The following rules must be followed by those using the bus: 
1. Keep head and hands inside of the bus at all times. 
2. No horseplay or loud talking is permitted on the bus. 
3. Do not tamper with or damage any part of the bus. 
4. Do not leave your seat or stand while the bus is in motion. 
5. Do not throw anything from the bus windows. 
6. No smoking, eating, or drinking is allowed on the bus. 
7. Bus riders are under the supervision of the driver and must follow his/her 
instructions.

• Sexual harassment - Sexual harassment is against the law, deemed unacceptable conduct and will not be tolerated. It shall be a violation of this policy for any student to harass another student through conduct or communications of a sexual nature as defined below:
For the purpose of this policy, “sexual harassment” is defined as any unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual advances, requests for sexual favors and/or other inappropriate verbal, visual, written, or physical conduct of a sexual nature, whenever such harassment occurs on School District property or at school-sponsored events. 
Sexual harassing behaviors may include, but are not limited to the following actions: 
a. Verbal harassment or abuse 
b. Pressure for sexual activity 
c. Repeated remarks to a person with sexual or demeaning implications 
d. Unwelcome touching 
e. Non-verbal harassment (gifts, pictures, drawings, cartoons)
• Retaliation prohibited - School personnel will discipline any individual who retaliates against any person who reports alleged sexual harassment or who retaliates against any person who assists in an investigation or proceeding relating to a sexual harassment complaint. Retaliation includes, but is not limited to, any form of intimidation, reprisal or harassment.
ANTI-BULLYING ADMINISTRATIVE POLICY
The District is committed to providing a safe learning environment for each of its students. Student achievement is best attained in an atmosphere that is free from the fear of emotional and physical intimidation and threats. Bullying is a destructive behavior that will erode the foundational principles on which a school is built. The District will not tolerate any behavior that is classified as bullying and will take steps to eliminate such behavior.

The District offers programs and materials regarding the nature of bullying, its consequences, and the procedures for reporting bullying behavior. School employees and volunteers are encouraged to report any instances of bullying to the building principal or designee. Students who believe they have been a victim of bullying or parents who believe their child has been victimized by a bully, should file a complaint by contacting a school counselor, teacher, or principal. After an investigation of a complaint has been completed, a student found to be in violation of this policy will be subject to disciplinary action that is appropriate to the degree of seriousness of the bully behavior, the age of the offending student, and the frequency of the behavior.
For the purposes of this policy, bullying is defined as behavior that may include, but is not limited to teasing, taunting, threatening, frightening, and/or hurting other students physically or emotionally, or influencing others to use such practices. Bullying behavior will generally be established when an individual has endured a pattern of offensive behavior or when a single serious act is committed depending on the surrounding circumstances. Individuals who withhold information, purposely provide inaccurate facts, or otherwise hinder an investigation of a student for the purposes of bullying, shall be subject to disciplinary action.

ARTICLES PROHIBITED ON SCHOOL PROPERTY
The following articles are prohibited on school property: 
1. Tobacco products (cigarettes, cigars, smokeless tobacco, chewing tobacco, etc.). 
2. Weapons (guns, knives, throwing stars, darts, numbchucks, brass knuckles, padlocks, clubs). 
3. Water pistols, cap guns, plastic guns, sling shots, paintballs, etc. 
4. Firecrackers, smoke bombs, rockets, stink bombs, etc. 
5. Horns and other noisemakers. 
6. Radios, tape players, CD’s, Walkman’s, laser pointers, etc. 
7. Drug paraphernalia and literature. 
8. Drugs (medicine must be kept in the main/nurse’s office). 
9. Spray paints, paints, indelible markers or any other items that may be inhalants. 
10. Electronic devices or games. (Cell phones at after-school activities only.) SEE ELECTRONIC DEVICES.
THE SCHOOL AND THE LAW
Any unlawful act taking place on school grounds or buses not only makes the student subject to penalties which the courts may prescribe but also may result in suspension or expulsion from school. Verbal or physical abuse of a school employee or possession of a weapon or controlled substance may result in a ten day suspension with possible recommendation for expulsion. A false reporting of a fire or emergency that results in injury is a felony under the law.
TELEPHONE USAGE
A student may use the telephone located in the main office. This telephone is available for emergency use only. A student must get permission from a Kimmons staff member prior to using the phone. All other phones are off limits to students. If a student is caught disrupting instruction in the classroom, disciplinary action will be taken.
TEXTBOOKS
Textbooks are furnished in all grades. No fees are charged, but some special materials may have to be purchased. Students who lose or damage their textbooks will be required to pay the full replacement price for the book.

VEHICLES
Mopeds and bicycles are to be parked upon arrival at school in the west parking lot and are not to be used until the end of the school day. Junior high students are not permitted to drive automobiles to school. Mopeds are to be registered with an Assistant Principal prior to being brought on campus. Forms are in the assistant principals’ office. Vehicles should not block the main driveways as parents pick-up or drop-off their child on the east or west sides. Mopeds are not to stop the procession of traffic.
VISITORS
Students are not allowed to bring friends to school. Parents are welcome to visit anytime. All visitors must check in through the office of the Principal. Unauthorized visitors are in violation of trespass laws and may be cited as such.
WITHDRAWING A STUDENT FROM SCHOOL
Students who withdraw from Kimmons to transfer to another school should be accompanied to the registrar’s office by their parent or legal guardian the day before their last day of attendance. A withdrawal form must be signed by the parent or guardian who initially enrolled the student.
