Research begins with a question or problem or broad topic. 


Explore the topic by finding information and giving an overview.


Set up a plan to be followed


Entire problem is divided into smaller questions to guide research.


Add a hypothesis statement or form an idea to explain what   the results might be.


Report the truths about the topic so others will understand.


Collect data by taking notes, organizing it, and creating a bibliography.


Happy Ending!  Reflect and establish a conclusion in writing at the end of the report.


  











Things to Remember


If the address is known, key the full name in the address field.  


Remember the address field is not the place to search for a topic.


If you only know the main part of the name, like google.com, click on file, then click on open, and type it in.


What Else Should I Know?


A search engine is the place to begin searching for different topics.  


Key words may be typed in and searched. Be as specific as possible to return the results wanted.


The most reliable and trusted sites will end with one of the following:  .edu; .org;  .gov;  .mil.  


Sites ending with .com, usually want to sell something.


Do not click on any pop-up.  Do not download anything. 


Recommended Search Engines:  Google, 	Ask, and Mamma

Use Spectrum Patron’s Catalog(the 5 with the rainbow around it) to search for items in the library. � EMBED Package  ���


Basic searches include Keyword, Title, Author, and Subject searches.  Eg. Greece


For expanded searches click on the Expanded Search tab and type in the terms to search.  Eg. Greece or Greek will search both terms at the same time.


   THINGS TO REMEMBER:


Best place to begin research is with an encyclopedia when nothing is known.


When using the shelf encyclopedia start with the Index volume to find all articles related to the topic.  Go to the volumes indicated for the related article.  


Use the Index and Table of contents for books to find information quickly


Look at the outline for a quick overview.


Read only what is related to what you need.

Start here for online research because:


1. It is a more direct route to information.


2. It filters out the junk.


3. Targets what is being searched for you.


4. Provides access to web links, periodicals, related encyclopedia articles, and a variety of pictures, maps, etc.


5. There is always access to dictionaries and an atlas.


Getting Started: 


Key the search topic into the search field at the top of Grolier.  Select the related article.  View the Table of Contents for an overview of the article.


Web Links provides a related index and access to more information on the web.  These are tried and tested and most reliable.

For access away from school a username and password are required:  Use kimmons for the username and raiders for the password.


GETTING STARTED:


Click on EBSCOhost Web.


Select a database to search.  (Databases may be searched individually by clicking on the blue title or by putting a check mark in the box beside several databases to search more than one.)


It is recommended that research be done using either Middle Search Plus or MAS Ultra School Edition. 


Key in the search term and click search.    Be specific.  Be sure to click Full Text and also Search within the Full Text of the document. 


At the top Results are broken down into Magazines, Reference Books, Primary Source Documents, Biographies, Newspapers, and Images to help narrow the search.  Just click on the type of result you want view.

For better results when using Basic searches in the Discovering collection, be sure the button in front of Entire Document is selected.  This can be found under the Find box.


Read the abstract for the articles for the results and decide which article has the best information needed.  Click on the Title to read for more information.
