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Instructions:

· This project begins as an individual project

· Each student will be given the same scenario to work on 

· The following is the scenario: You are on a class trip in Greece and you get separated from your group while sight-seeing in Crete. You have the following materials on you:

· a map of Greece

· 10 Euros (equals about $15 in US)

· Camera

· Backpack

· Water Bottle

· Snack

· Jacket

· English/Greek dictionary & translation book

· Your teacher is carrying the following items for all students:

· Euro-rail (train) pass, large $ money, and cell phone so that students will not lose the items

· You know that your group is going to be in Athens in 4 days time and you need to meet up with them there

· Each student needs to create a Plan of Action. The plan must be a minimum of 10 steps

· The steps must include: how you will get food, how and where you will sleep, how you will protect yourself from the weather, how will you travel to meet your group when you don’t have your Euro-rail pass, how you will get word to your group and your teacher that you are okay, etc. 

· Before beginning the Plan of Action, the students should write out a list of priorities or things that need to be taken care of first in order to achieve your goal – being reunited with group
